WASHINGTON, D.C. — Včeraj je pri­

čal pred pododborom odbora za mednaro­
dne zadeve spodnjega doma Kongresa Elliott 
Abrams, ki je namestnik državnega sekretar­
ja za inter-ameriške zadeve. Med drugim je 
Abrams trdil, da sodelujejo kubanski vojaš­
ki svetovalci v bojih zoper protisandinistične 
gverilce v Nikaragvi. V deželi naj bi bilo do 
2-500 teh kubanskih vojakov in strokovnja­
kov, je dejal Abrams. Nekateri so v bojih 
tltdi že padli. Ko je sandinistični režim dne 
15. oktobra letos proglasil izredno stanje v 
Nikaragvi, je nadaljeval Abrams, je ta ukrep 
Pomenil pravi začetek konsodilacije diktatu­
re oziroma čas, ko se sandinistični voditelji 
več ne zmenijo za negativne posledice v tuji- 
nn Čutili so bili, da je njihov režim v nevar­
nosti in da je napočil čas za odkritejše, siste- 
niatičnejše preganjanje vseh tistih ustanov in 
Posameznikov v državi, ki bi jim lahko bili 
nevarni.

V.izjavi je Aquinova izrazila dvom, da 
bo njena kandidatura uspela, ker Marcos 
tega ne bo dopustil. Dejala je tudi, da bi 
rada »tekom časa« videla odhod ameriških 
vojaških enot, nastanjenih na raznih opori­
ščih po Filipinih. Pripomnila pa je, da ne bi 
smela nobena druga država imeti vojaška 
oporišča na filipinskem ozemlju. O rastočem 
oboroženem komunističnem uporu na Filipi­
nih, je Aquinova rekla, da bi mu skušala na­
praviti konec preko pogajjanj in ne z vojšsko 
silo.

Tudi Anglija bo zapustila UNESCO — 
ZDA so organizacijo zapustile že lani

LONDON, V. Br. — Včeraj je angleška 
vlada sporočila, da bo Anglija z 31. decem­
brom letos nehala biti članica UNESCO, 
organizacije, ki deluje v okviru Združenih 
narodov. Seveda Anglija tudi ne bo več pri­
spevala svoj delež k proračunu UNESCO. 
Kot vzrok za ta ukrep je član angleške vlade 
Timothy Raison dejal na zasedanju parla­
menta, da je UNESCO očitno usmerjena 
proti zahodnim, demokratičnim državam, 
da je njeno vodstvo strokovno nesposoben, 
ter da troši preveč denarja za administrativ­
ne stroške. Kar do 70 odstotkov vsega denar­
ja, ki ga ima letno na razpolago UNESCO, 
je zapravljen samo v Parizu, kjer ima orga­
nizacija svoj sedež.

Doslej je Anglija prispevala UNESCO 
organizaciji 9 milijonov dolarjev, kar je 
predstavljala 8% celotnega proračuna. Do 
svojega odhoda so bile ZDA prispevale letno 
kar četrtino UNESCO-vega proračuna. 
Opozicijska laburistična stranka, ki je pod 
sedanjim vodstvom močno levo usmerjena, 
je kritizirala ukrep vlade Margaret Thatcher 
in ga označila za najnovejši primer, ko je 
Anglija klonila pod ameriškim pritiskom in 
se izolirala v svetu.

Washington, D.C. — Znanstveniki so

baje našli snov v človekovem telesu, ki je 
učinkovita proti rakastim tumorjem. V zad­
njih dneh je bilo veliko zanimanja po ZDA 
zaradi možnega novega sredstva v boju proti 
neusmiljenemu raku. Pri 25 pacientih, ki bo­
lehajo za rakom in pri katerih običajna zdra­
vila ali kiruški posegi ne morejo več poma­
gati, so zdravniki preko injekcij vbrizgali no­
vo zdravilo, umetno pomnoženo od navad­
nih belih celic v krvi. Novo zdravilo naj bi 
pri enem od pacientov povsem uničil tumor, 
pri enajstih drugih pa je bila velikost tumor­
ja zmanjšana za več kot 50 odstotkov. Pri 
drugih pacientih je bilo zdravilo manj učin­
kovito. Zdravniki poudarjajo, da gre za 
eksperimentalno zdravilo, ki je zaenkrat zelo 
drago, ni do kraja preverjen — to bo vzelo 
več let — poleg tega pa ima tudi zelo nevarne 
stranske posledice za paciente.

New York, N.Y. — Privatni finančniki 
in gospodarstveniki menijo, da v letu 1986 ni 
pričakovati večjega gospodarskega zastoja, 
prav tako pa ne gospodarskega vzpona.

slaviji Nemci nikdar niso imeli več kot sedem divizij. Partizan­
sko bojevanje z Nemci je bilo samo občasno in obrobno. Poro­
čanje partizanov o njihovih zmagah proti okupatorjem že meji 
na smešno. Stalin je sam povedal, da so bili partizani samo 
dobri za borbo proti domačim nasprotnikom in prav verjetno ni 
bil daleč od resnice. Ko so se Nemci povsem iz tehničnih razlo­
gov začeli umikati iz Balkana, je bila velika možnost preprečiti 
to umikanje, a partizani, ki so hranili moč za zadnji obračun z 
opozicijo, niso napravili ničesar vse do konca aprila 1945. 
Kljub tem dejstvom so partizani predložili BBC poročilo (str. 
102), da oni potolčejo za vsakega padlega partizana vsaj 5 
Nemcev in 10 četnikov.

Nemški dokumenti izkazujejo za ves Balkan, to je za Jugo­
slavijo, Albanijo, Grčijo in Bolgarijo za dobo od 22. junija 
1941 do 1. aprila 1945 izgubo 20.256 vojakov, vključno 
394 oficirjev. Večino teh izgub gre pripisat nemškim borbam z 
Bolgari in Sovjeti ob priliki fronte na njihovem ozemlju, še 
posebej v Sremu. Po teh uradnih številkah se vidi, da so bile 
izgube na življenjih za nemško vojsko v Jugoslaviji minimalne 
in še posebej to velja za Slovenijo. Za izgube na slovenskem 
teritoriju gredo cenitve na dobrih 400 ljudi, kar precej dobro 
odgovarja številu pobitih slovenskih talcev in grobovom nem­
ških vojakov na našem ozemlju. Nemci namreč so svoje mrtve 
pokopavali tam, kjer so padli. Grobove je potem režim zravnal 
z zemljo, ne nazadnje zaradi minimalnega števila padlih okupa­
torjev.

Mark Twain and 
Typesetting

There are very few historical 
facts known about St. 
Nicholas except that he was 
Bishop of Myra (in present 
day Turkey); he was imprison­
ed during the persecution of 
Emperor Diocletian and 
released by Constantine the 
Great, and died in Myra 
around 343. His remains were 
brought to Italy in 1087.
However, the stories that sur­

round his life are many. They 
arose for the most part during 
the Middle Ages when he was 
one of the most beloved saints. 
This is his legend:

Long ago in a city called 
Patras in Asia Minor, a baby 
was born to a couple who, 
though materially wealthy, 
sadly longed for a child. The 
birth was widely held to be a 
miracle. The baby, named 
Nicholas, is said to have ex­
hibited great holiness. As a 
child he was devoted to study 
of the scriptures. His parents 
died while he was still a boy, 
and though very young, he 
decided to devote his life to 
God’s service. Concerned over 
his parents’ wealth, he vowed 
to give away all their posses­
sions to those in need, always 
in secret.

Once Nicholas heard of a 
man with three lovely 
daughters who had lost all his 
wealth and had nothing for 
their dowries, a necessity if 
they were to be married. Late 
one night, Nicholas went 
quietly to their home and left a 
bag of gold through a window 
or smoke hole. Soon the eldest 
daughter was married. Later 
Nicholas did the same for each 
of the other daughters.

Inspired by his love of the 
Christ Child, Nicholas made a 
pilgrimage to the Holy Land. 
On his return a terrible storm 
arose and the sailors turned to 
the young man for help.

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ship was saved and headed for 
the safe harbor of Myra, near 
Nicholas’ birthplace. It so 
happened that the bishop of 
the region had recently died 
and while conferring on the 
next appointment one of the 
elder priests had a vision that 
whosoever should enter the 
church early the next morning 
by the name of Nicholas 
should be named Bishop. 
Young Nicholas, searching for 
a church to pray after his safe 
return, was made Bishop 
despite his initial objections.

Nicholas was respected and 
loved by his people. Following 
his imprisonment during the 
rule of the Roman Emperor 
Diocletian, he returned to 
Myra where he continued to 
serve them for many years. He 
often gathered little children 
near him to teach them about 
the Word of God and always 
had small gifts for them. 
Nicholas died December 6, 
around the year 343.

Because of his special 
ministry to children, St. 
Nicholas is known above all as 
the patron saint of children. 
However, he was also named 
the patron of sailors and mer­
chants, of Russia, Greece, and 
of many European cities.

The gradual transformation 
of St. Nicholas into our pre­
sent day Santa Claus and the 
incorporation of his gift­
giving into our celebration of 
Christmas is complex. But by 
looking further into the 
legends surrounding his life 
and the celebration of his feast 
day through the ages perhaps 
we can shed new light on our 
own traditions.

In parts of Europe children 
still believe St. Nicholas ap­
pears to them on the eve of his 
Feast laden with gifts. His role 
is that of a heavenly 
messenger, coming at the 
beginning of Advent and ad­
monishing little children to 
prepare their hearts for pro­
perly welcoming the Christ 
Child at Christmas. He is 
usually impersonated by a 
man wearing a long white 
beard, dressed in the 
vestments of a bishop, with 
miter and crozier, a friendly 
and saintly figure, who comes 
down from heaven once a year 
to visit the children. After 
hearing their prayers and en­
treating them to get ready for 
a devout and holy Christmas, 
he distributes candy and fruit 
and departs with a loving 
farewell.

Dan’s
Diary

It was one day in late October 

when the weirdest thing hap­
pened to me while delivering 
the Ameriška Domovina. 1 
was entering E. 159 St. from 
Holmes Ave. and noticed a ce­
ment mixer on the street.

156th St. I said to myself why 
not solicit the aid of Pavlina 
Adamič, my next stop, and/or 
Mary Petrie, her neighbor, 
because I’m large around the 
waist and it is kind of hard to 
bend down and try to get that 
goo off my shoe, sock and 
pants. What a job these two 
fine Collinwood ladies did on 
me! Within five minutes they 
cleaned me off, and I was 
ready to continue my 
deliveries.

“Ohio’s Lincoln, Frank J.

The American Home will 
report more details on this uni­
que and most valuable book 
later.

OHIO’S LINCOLN is an at­
tractive, richly illustrated and 
scrupulously documented 
hardcover book of 366 pages.

and Slovenian authors, in ad­
dition to “Glimpses of 
Lausche’s Personality and 
Character,” compiled by book 
editor Gobetz from carefully

selected excerpts from the 
press, ranging from American 
Home and numerous 
American newspapers to such 
nationwide sources as Satur­
day Evening Post, Newsweek, 
and Time magazine. The inter­
nationally prominent Greek 
American sociologist and 
poet, Dr. Panes B. Bardis, 
also contributed two of his 
famous poems, one of which 
was read at a conference ban­
quet in Geneva, Switzerland, 
at the request of some of the 
world’s greatest scholars, in­
cluding several Nobel Prize 
winners.

The culmination of the book 
is Part 4, entitled, “Lausche 
Speaks,” which contains the 
gems of Lausche’s speeches 
and articles, including an arti­
cle on his late wife, Jane, 
which he wrote especially for 
this volume. From beautiful 
statements on his Slovenian 
heritage to prophetic words on 
frugality and economic 
stewardship and profound ex­
pressions of his religious, 
moral and political wisdom — 
here is Lausche whom 
thousands will undoubtedly 
admire for his wisdom and 
whom even critics will respect 
for his courage and sincerity.

Finally, Part 5 presents 
numerous historically precious 
testimonials, messages and 
tributes in honor of Senator 
Lausche, now 90 years young. 
These messages, many of them 
written especially for this 
volume and others generously 
contributed by Prof. Cyril 
Zebot, Mr. John Lokar, and 
others, show in what great 
respect Senator Lausche is 
held by many of America’s 
most prominent personalities 
— political, religious, civic 
and ethnic leaders, and guests 
from other countries, ranging 
from Archbishop and 
Metropolitan of Slovenia, Dr. 
Aloysius Šuštar, Cleveland’s 
Bishop Anthony Pilla, Presi­
dent of National Conference 
of Catholic Bishops, Most 
Rev. James Malone, to Bob 
Hope, numerous senators, 
congressmen,and governors 
(including Ohio Governor 
Celeste), and, crowning it all, 
the wonderful messages from 
Pope John Paul II and U.S.
