Christmas Mail For
Members Of Armed
Forces Overseas

The period October 21, 1966 to
November 10, 1966, has been desig-
nated for mailing Christmas parcels
fcr members of our Armed Forces
serving overseas to assure delivery
before Christmas Day.

Air parcels should be mailed no
later than December 10th. Greeting
cards for Armed Forces overseas
should be mailed within the period

to have a reasorable expectation
of delivery prior to Christmas.
Decorated or frosted cakes and
foodstuffs subject to spoilage are
not acceptable. Fruit cakes or pos-
sibly plain cakes or cookies. ade-
quately cushioned in a strong car-
ton so as to carry without damage
in any position inside mail sacks
would reach overseas in good con-

quire custom declaration (form 2966
or 2976A) to accompany parcels.
For detailed information concern-
ing permissible contents, prepara-
tion, wrapping packing, labeling,
size and weight Ilimits, postage
rates and zip code numbers, consult
the mailing requirements units,
Main Post Office.

"The contents of all parcels should
be carefully cushioned and tightly
packed to prevent rattling and
;loosening. Unless packed and com-
!Dletely filled, boxes are likely to
be crushed. Container must be of
wood, metal, or strong double faced
corugated fiberboard wrapped in
heavy paper and with four separate
pieces of extra strong cord, two
lengthwise and two crosswise, knot-
ted at crossing.

A complete and legible address
showing full name of the service-
man, his rank, serial rumber,
branch of service, APO or FPO, and
Post Office, also name, address and
zip code number of sender, should
be printed directly on the outside
of the parcel rather than on label
pasted to the wrappers since ex-
perience has shown that ithe label
frequently falls off when subject
to moisture.

It is highly desirable that a slip
of paper containing the name and
address of sender and serviceman,
together with a list of contents, be
enclosed in each parcel so as to
provide identification in the event
the address on the outside becomes
defaced in transportation, or the
parcel becomes broken open.

A letter may be enclosed inside
the parcel provided postage for the
letter (5c per ounce) is added to
the postage affixed to ithe parcel,
and sender places endorsement
“first class mail enclosed” on the
parcel just below the postage.

Christmas greeting cards for the
Armed Forces overseas should be
sent in sealed envelopes and pre-
paid at the first class rate of pos-
tage 'to obtain the many advantages
which first class mail service af-
fords,

It is recommended that postal
money orders be used to transmit
gifts of money to members of the
Armed Forces outside the conti-
nental United States.

Many of us who have worked
long and hard over. the years to
secure and maintair. equal employ-
ment opportunities for women are
sensitive to unequal opportunities
in employment whenever and how-
ever they exist. In the nursing field,
as it concerns our Armed Forces,
over the years women have been
“a little more equal” than men.
Perhaps this is only natural as nurs-
ing has been  considered g “wo-
man’s profession” for so long that
it has always been difficult to at-
tract men into the fiéld. Yet many
men -have made excellent nurses
and medical specialists, particularly
in the ‘Armed Forces.

Since 1955 (as a result of Public
Law 294, 84th Congress, which I
sponsored) men nurses have been
appointed as reserve officers.
