Moderatus

Vsa éloveska materialna in duhovna kultu-
ra slomi na osnovi prvinskih zivljenjskih sil.
Iz njih érpa svojo najelementarnejSo hrano,
kakor drevo iz tal, Tudi v dobah najvedjega
“poduhovljenja’ cloveskega zivljenja (kolikor

Nas organizem in njegovo
delovanje, potreba hrane in nagib k razplodu
— to so zivljenski motorji, ki silneje od najcu-
dovitejdih tehni¢nih stvaritev poganjajo ,po-
edinca in z njim vred vso mnozico, vse Clove-
stvo. Nobena cloveska kultura se ne bo mo-
gla dvigniti preko tega, ¢e noce 1zzveneti v
mrtvilo, v nic.

Kakor so v obdobju zgodnjega kricanstva
prezirljivo zrli na telo in na zahteve telesnega
zivljenja, gledajo danes mnogi fanatiéni pri-
stadi tehniénega napredka z viska na naravo
in njeno “primitivnost.” Zato danes pogosto
¢itag o bodoc¢i “sintetiéni” hrani, o umetnem
oplojevanju in drugih podobnih receh, ki razo-
devajo stremljenje po ¢im vecji sprostitvi od
narave, po c¢im ja¢jem poudarku umetnega
nad prirodnim, danim.

Naj se ¢lovesko deblo
Se tako razrase in naj njegova krosnja doseze
fantasti¢ne viSine tehniénega in umskega na-
predka sploh, vedno se bo morala zgornja
stran izravnavati s spodnjo, “umetni” bo vsek-
dar stremelo po nekem ravnovesju z ‘‘narav-
nim,” veje bodo tudi v bodoce v stalnem odno
su 8 koreninami in le-te z zemljo, t. j. s pra-
podlago vsega zZivljenja. Z drugimi besedami:
najbolj duhovna ali tehni¢éno in socialno naj-
bolj izumetnidena kultura se nujno vraéa k
bioloskim vrelcem vsega cloveskega.

Odtod imamo kljub vsemu tehniénemu,
socialnemu, gospodarskemu in  migelnemu
“napredku’ (beseda, ki ima dokaj relativen
pomen) v ¢lovestvu neke stalne probleme, ki
jih lahko razne dobe in razne kulturne stopnje
resujejo razliéno, ki pa vzlic vsemu ohranijo
svojo prvotno podobo.

V nagih dneh, ko se je c¢lovestva oprijela
nezashisna manija eksperimentiranja in pres-
navljanja vsega, kar je zvezanega s ¢lovekom,
v dneh, ko so ljudje nezadovoljni, ker ne mo-
rejo sami doziveti vse zgodovine, se razni pre-
kucuhi dotikajo tudi tega vpraSanja. Mati —
da, brez tega ni mogoce. Toda to mater —
rodnico, ki je v teku dolgega druzbenega raz-
voja dobila avreolo plemenitosti in zvie-
nosti, njo, ki so jo opevali pesniki in poveliée-
vali materinstvo do svetosti, to mater bi ho-
teli nekateri zopet izpremeniti v samico. Ka-
kor vidijo posamezni xomunistiéni teoretiki v
obveznostih, ki jih nalaga spolni odnos, samo
