Ivan Tavcar and His Place
in Slovenian Literature

By E. A. KOVACIC

Ivna Tavéar (1851-1923) was
born in the village Poljane near
the town of Skofja Loka in Slove-
nia. He received his secondary ed-
ucation in Ljubljana and Novo me-
stoc and became, upon graduation
from the Vienna University, a law-
ver in the Slovenian capital. Tav-
¢ar was for many years a member
of the provincial parliament of Car-

His first novel “Dona Klara” de-
scribed romantic adventures in far-
away Spain, while his novel “An-
tonio Gledjevi¢” was a love story
from the Renaissance Dubrovnik.

In the novel “Ivan Slavelj” one
found much of Tavéar's personal
feelings and a description of his
home valley and the surrounding
mountains. “Otok in Struga”, an-
other Tavéar novel was a decrip-
tion of hate and love between two
noble families during the period of
" feudalism in the beautiful “valley
of castles” in lower Carniola.

Tavcar’s youthful works belong-
ed to the most romantic stories in
the Slovenian literature. They were
the description of the most unus-
ual stories and emotional charac-
ters and were full of adventures
and colorful scenes.

In Tavcéar’s later work, the con-

“Izza
kongresa” (During the congress)
was a wonderful epic story taking
place during the famous Congress
ofLjubljana in 1821, when all the
leading personalities of the Euro-
pean political life met in the Slo-
venian capital. In the collections

tween mountains) and “V Zali”,
TavcCar described the idyllic life of
the mountainous peasants declaring

that a peasant is king of his realm.

His last two novels “Cvetje v je-
seni” (Autumn flowers) and ‘Vi-
soSka kronika” (The Chronicle of
Visoko),were Tavcar’s masterworks.
They belong to the classical Slove-
nian prosa, the latter being trans-
lated into foreigri languages. The
author tried to write a description
of his home village and its vicin-
ity during different periods of his-
tory finished only the period of
Reformation, and Anti-Reformation,
for death prevented him from con-
tinuing to the modern time.

Tavéar was a great writery with
unusual emotional force and color-
ful style, able to describe tender
colors and humble as well as great
events. The political work did not
permit him to devote himself en-
tirely to literature. He had a very
hard time to develop a realistic
style for his romantic personality
fighting for the harmony between
his personality and ‘the contempo-
rary style. He finally found a per-
fection in his masterworks at the
end of his life.
