Primitive man used to start
his fire by friction. That is, he
rubbed two sticks together.

Here
are some facts. Sparks have
flown when matchas were
struck ,igniting clothes and
papers, Matches have been held
too close to inflammable arti-
cles. Matches have been thrown
down hastily when the fingers
of the searcher became too hot,
sometimes into piles of paper
or rags, thus causing fires. Don't
depend on your luck to earry
you ‘through, use a flash-light,
which is a safe method.
