Two southern doctors who studied '
1,000 monks in 30 monasteries, from
1958 through 1964, learned the inci-'
ience of heart attack is three to
four times higher amorg the Bene- !
‘Jictines. The incidence of heart at-
tack also triples as monks rise with-
in their orders. Whether this is due
‘o increasing age, or the stresses of
esponsibility, they did not say.

“If you, a man or woman who
anticipates marriage and children,
have had parents or grandparents
or brothers ard sisters who suffered
early heart attacks, you should not
mate with a member of a family
which is also subject to early heart
attacks.” This was the advice of-
fered an audience by a Dearborn
heart specialist, who added, “Again
and again, heredity is listed as one
of the most important of the factors
associated with an increased risk of
heart attack. But the articles and
studies stop there. They should spe-
cify the logical conclusion which is
the praectice of eugenics.”

The doctor, Sidney E. Chapin,
felt that today few will heed his
advice, .but a gereration from now
it will be different.

“Cardiacs hawe excellent records
of attendance and productivity, pro-
ven over many years in many in-
dustries.” Robert E. Schwab, Mana-
ger of Employee Relations, The
Detroit Edison Company, said at a
recent seminar on “Employment
and Heart Disease.”

After seven years of work, Mar-
icn 1. Barnhart, Ph.D. of Wayne
State University School of Medicine,
has demonstrated that white blood

provide a defense against blood
clots, including clots that cause

heart attack and stroke

In much the same way they de-
fend against invading germs, the
corpuscles take pieces of fibrin out
of a ktlood clot and digest them.

While the bone marrow of heart
attack or patients manufactures
cerpuscles, known as neutrophils,

|at maximum speed, there still is the

problem of finding a way to bring
blood into contact with the clots,
so the neutroprils can have a chance
to work on them. In cases of stroke,
time is especially important because
brain cells deprived of oxygen die

‘withir, a short time, and these cells

cannot be regencrated. Stroke dis-
ability is caused by brain damage,
not by a clot.

“The next step is finding a prac-
tical way to use this fact to help
people, either to prevent or cure
disease caused by clotting,” said Dr.
Barnhart.

The moral of this story is that it
pays to have an occasional EKG
pecause “unrecognized heart at-
tacks are neither rare nor innocu-
ous.” Dr. William B. Kannel, direc-
tor of research at Framingham,
Mass., where for 12 years, the health
histories of the entire population
have heen watched, told the Ame-
ricar. College of Cardiology: Three
out of ten confirmed heart attacks
were unrecoghized (no symptoms
or symptoms not associated with
heart attack.) Within five years a
third of the unrecogrized (and un-
{reated) attack patients suffered a
second heart attack.

Of the recurrences, 56% weére
fatel, compared to 48% mortality a-
mong recognized cases. The latter
also had a slightly lower recur-
rence rate.

tveland. In this work Dr. Felici-
ijan explores the impact of Bo-
din’s “Republic” upon the
formulation of the contractual
theory of government in gene-
ral, and in particular, its impact
upon Thomas Jefferson and the
drafting of the Declaration of
Independence.

In Jefferson’s copy of Bodin’s
work Professor Felicijan disco-
vered that Jefferson had ini-
tialed two pages. On one page
was Bodin’s definition and cha-
racterization of a tyrant, which
was quite similar in concept to
phrases used in the Declaration
of Independence. On the other
initialed page was a description
of the installation of the Dukes
of Carinthia, a Slovenian ritual
which may have contributed
greatly to the founding of our
cwn great country. According to
Dr. Felicijan:

Jefferson evidently consider-

ed the ancient ritual of the In-
stallation of the Dukes of Carin-
thia a common law precedent
and the confirmation of the Con-
tractual Theory upon which he
‘based his claim for the Ameri-
can Independence.
These remarkable conclusions
tof Dr, Felicijan, based upon his
extensive study in the area, are
worthy of note both because of
their historical importance and
the practical lessons which we
can learn from them.

Now the contractual theory
of government has been used by
many philosophers as a concep-
tual tool by which they could
explain the relation between
the governing and those govern-
ed. The theory begins with seve-
ral assumptions, one being that
all men are equal in a political
sense, and from this the conclu-
sion that no one person has a
natural right to rule another.
But we all know that a society
has to have some form of go-
vernment. ; :

.ike natural right to govern and
‘the need for government—there

is a contract between those who
are to rule and those who are
to be ruled, and each party has
‘rights and obligations under
this contract. This, Mr. Presi-
dent, is the contractual theory
stated in its most basic terms.
It is a useful concept in that one
‘can describe governmental prob-
'lems and powers by describing
.the terms of the contract.
Many objected to the theory,
including those who lived dur-
/ing the time of the American
‘Revolution. They claimed that
-while the theory was interesting
it was, nevertheless, a part of
the philosophers’ dream world.
No society ever made such a
contract with those who ruled
it, they contended. Indeed, Jef-
ferson may have felt that way
himself at one time. But he
found historical evidence to the
contrary.
| When Jefferson read Bodin’s
“‘Republic,” he learned of the an-
{cient Slovenian ritual known as
'the installation of the Dukes of
‘Carinthia. This custom, which
'was still being practiced during
the time of the American Revo-
lution, was living proof that the
Isocial contract did, in fact, exist,
at least among the Slovenians.
" Mr. President, I shall read
from Dr. Felicijan’s book where
he quotes Bodin’s description of
'this unique Slovenian custom:
“There is nothing to compare
with this custom observed in
| Carinthia, where even today in

black cow with his right hand
and an emanciated mare with

He who was to be duke came
forward accompanied by num-
jerous nobles, all garbed in red,
with banners carried in front
‘of the duke. All were proper in
“dress except the duke who wal-
‘ked dressed as a poor shepherd
!with a shepherd’s crook in his
hand. The peasant sitting on the
stone cried out in Slovenian:
“Who comes forward so boldly?’
The people answered that this
was their prince. Then the pea-
sant asked again: ‘Can he be a
judge? Is he concerned with the
well-being of the country? Was
he born a free man? Does he ob-
serve the true religion? They
answered: ‘He is and he will
be’. Then the peasant slapped
the duke gently. After having
promised the peasant he would
be exempt from public burdens,
the duke mounted the stone and
brandishing the sword he pro-
mised the people to be a right-
ous judge. He attended the mass
still clad in the same vestments.
Then he donned the ducal vesi-
ments and returned to the stone,
where homage and the oath of
fealty were rendered him.”

Notice the strong elements of
democracy and the American
attitude toward government, re-
flected in this custom of the
Slovenian people living in Ca-
rinthia. The duke-to-be did not
wear fancy clothes; he was
dressed as a man of the people.
The peasant on the stone as-
sumed an -indifferent attitude
toward his future leader until
the agreement between the par-
ties had been reached.

Also notice, if you will, the
questions asked of the duke.
“Can he be a judge? Is he con-
cerned with the well-being of
the country?” He was not asked
whether he was a nobleman,
whether he was wealthy or fa-
mous, nor was he asked whether
any interest group would receive
special ~consideration. Notice,
also, Mr. President, who pro-
mised first. It. was the duke. He
had to promise to be a righteous
judge before the people swore
allegiance,

The Slovenians believed that
the power to govern rested with
the people who were to be gov-
erned, not those who were gov-

developed the theory that there i

They believed that their rul-
ers should be men of the people,
of all the people.

They believed that the true
qualities of those in government
should be competency and con-
cern.

They believed that their lead-
ers had a solemn duty to the
people to be righteous.

And we Americans believe in
these same principles today.

So did Thomas Jefferson dur-
ing the time of the Revolution.

Perhaps Jefferson’s convic-
tions were confirmed when he
read Bodin’s description of this
beautiful Slovenian custom, a
custom which lasted for over
1,000 years.

Maybe the American form of
government was reaffirmed be-
cause of Jefferson’s reading a-
pout the installation of the
Dukes of Carinthia.

We are grateful, Mr. Presi-
dent, to Professor Felicijan of
St.John’s College of Cleveland
for his exploration into these
possibilities.

EPILOGUE

If history is basically a pro-
gress of humanity towards an
ever greater degree of rational
freedom, then contractual theory
is one of those forms, through
which at different times, the
segments of humanity and whole
social groups expressed their
craving for freedom and a de-
sire to be masters of their own
destiny. The contractual theory
became a revolutionary idea in
a period which witnessed the
rise of bourgeoisie as the new
ruling class. This period links

the storming of the Bastille.
After the French Revolution,
the contractual theory largely

i

the Glorious Revolution with

lost its hold upon the minds of

men. It ceased to be a revolu-
tionary idea. The ancient story
of the installation of the Dukes
of Carinthia fell into oblivion
too, except among the peasants
of Carinthia, who in June, 1823,
accompanied Joseph Edlinger,
the last of the family of peasant-
princes on his last journey. The
last of the family which linked

‘pre-feudal democracy with mo-

dern ages, Joseph Edlinger, as a
contemporary of Thomas Jeffer-
son, lived to be a witness to an
ancient story which helped to
inspire one way or another
those, who were to shape the
destinies of the world: Bodin,
Pufendorf, Rousseau, Loche,
Thomas Jefferson and through
him the fathers of the Declara-
tion of Independence in Ame-
rica.

This great declaration of inde-
pendence of mankind became
linked through Thomas Jeffer-
son with the great traditions of
Western thought and Christian
philosophy, with the work of
Bodin, Pufendorf, Loche, and
with the ancient story of the In-
stallation of the Dukes of Carin-
thia.

The memory of this ancient
custom of the Installation of the
Dukes of Carinthia is still alive
in this beautiful mountain land
at the foot of the snow-capped
Julian Alps along the shores of
the northern Adriatic Sea and
it is still cherished as one of
their most noble traditions by
the people of Slovenia.

A team of scientists has presented
experimental evidence that diets
rich ir. saturated fats interfere with
the clot-dissolving machinery inside
blood vessels, but those diets rich
in unsaturated fats do not.

Dr. John 8. LaDue, spokesman
for the group from the Sloan Ket-
tering Institute, described trials in
which dogs fed an unsaturated fat
diet suffered far less heart damage
following experimentally produced
heart attacks than dogs on. a satura-
ted fat diet, even though both
groups were treated with the same
clot-destroying agent.

For some time, medical authori-
ties have been recommending that
the American public cut down on
saturated fats and substitute poly-
unsaturated fats whenever possible
zs a means of preventing heart at-
tacks. The reason cited, these fats,
largely of arimal. origin, tend to
increase blood cholesterol levels.
Polyunsaturated or vegetable fats
lower them. High bloed cholesterol
is suspected of playing a part in
speeding the development of athe-
rosclerosis in which fatty deposits
pile up on the inner walls of arter-
ies, obstructing blood flow. This
fat “sludge” also may serve as a
readymade platform for a blood-
clot to “catch”. If this happens in
the coronary arteries nourishing
the heart, a heart attack may fol-
low.

Not only may such diets rich in
saturatea fats lay the groundwork
for a heart attack, but they also
may have some contributory role
in the formation of the clot, thru
inhibition of the clot-destroying
mechanism. In one series of trials,
the researchers placed dogs on a
rich heavy cream diet and subse-
quently subjected them to surgically
produced heart attacks. This resul-
ted in large scale destruction of
heart muscle and wholesale shut-
dowrn. of the tiny blood vessels at
the edge of the dead muscle tissue.
Treatment with injections of a clot-
dissolving enzyme failed to curtail
the extensive damage., This indi-
cated that the blood fats arising -
irom a saturated fat diet were in
some manner protecting the ob-
structing blood clot.

Later, similar experiments in-
volved feeding safflower oil which
is rich in polyunsaturates to 20 dogs,
10 of which were also treated with
the clot-dissolving enzyme follow-
ing the induced heart attacks. This
time only one of the enzyme treat-
ed dogs developed serious heart
damage, suggesting that there was '
not any bar to the anti-clotting pro-
cess. Untreated dogs did show ex-
tensive heart damage, but they too
seemed to have been afforded some
measure of protection by the un-
saturated fat diet alone, in that clot-
caused closure of the tiny vessels
bordering the dead tissue was pre-
vented.

The observations of the scientists
suggest that excess fat in the blood
due to unsaturated fats does inhibit
activity and provides evidence of
the importance of limiting saturated
fat in the diets of the coronary
prone. )
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
