Council Block Organization

A substantial start will be
made by March 1st, in a Coun-
ty-wide drive to mobilize our
entire civilian® population in an
active Army on the Home
Front, under the leadership of
some 17,000 neighborhood lead-
ers, to be selected by their own
people, to head the units of the
Block Organization being set
up by the Cuyahoga County
Council for Civilian Defense,
under the active leadership of
Mrs. Ann Wright Rehor.

The Bloek Organization
headquarters i8 located in the
Civilian Defense Office in Pub-
lic Auditorium, where records
are now on file on 241 Block
Organizations ' already estab-
lished in the County. Qualified
trained volunteer organizers
are available to assist people in
any neighborhood, in forming
their own Block Organizations.

A special Block Organization
headquarters has been set up in
the War Service Center Build-

ing on Public Square, where

people may obtain information
on this Plan by either personal
call or by phoning MAin 2267,

Public meetings are being ar-
ranged by the Controllers of
the thirty Report and Control
Centers of Cuyahoga County so
that, in their respective areas,
units of the Block Organization
may be established.

Many of the major commu-
nity problems arriving out of
the impact of the war apply to
the individual household. An
effective Block Organization, to
include all of the 350,000 fami-
lies of Cuyahoga County, will
provide this area with its most
efficient offensive weapon to
attack the problems of war
housing, salvage, war man-
power, rationing, conservation,
nutrition, transportation, and
many other problems which af-
fect the individual and the en-
tire community.

The Block Organization is
perhaps the best over-all an-
swer to the question, “What
Can I Do to Help Win the

War?” that many of us will

ever find, according to Mrs. Re-
hor. In the early days of our
Nation’s History, community
problems were solved in the
democratic Town Meeting. The
Block Organization provides
our Town Meeting in this War
Period. Some 20 families in a
neighborhood meeting elect a
Block Leader.

These leaders then elect zone
leaders, who work under the
Block Orgaxgzation Leader of
the Report and Control Center.
In this manner a complete or-
ganization will be built from
the bottom up, to cover every
neighborhood in Cuyahoga
County When it becomes nec-
essary for any Governmental
agency to get information into
every home quickly, the Block
Organization of the local Civi-
lian Defense Council will be the
one agency used in this work.
