Many
yeungsters have received a rumber
of gifts that could spell suffering
and heartbreak. We refer to these
gifts, commonly called toys, as the
B-B Gun, Pop Gun, Bow and Ar-
row sets, Dart Games, and even
the lowly Toy Cannon.

We have no intention of being
alarmists, but in the hards of the
unschooled, and improperly super-
vised, these toys can become dang-
crous weapons.

jury, that injury quite often can
lead to partial loss of wvision, or
complete blindness.

THE RECORD SPEAKS

The president-elect of the American Medical Association, Dr.
Norman A. Welch, speaking in Portland, Oregon, where the
House-of Delegates of that vital organization recently met, said
that the profession for which he speaks faces the greatest danger

|in its history. That danger, to sum it up tersely, is the possibility

of government domination of the healing arts.

Yet Dr. Welch is optimistic too — he feels, for instance,
that the Medicare scheme will not “... be foisted upon the Amer-
ican people”, for the simple reason that the American public at
iarge is against it. Then he told of some of the amazing achieve<
ments that can be chalked up to the credit of iree medicine as we
know it in this country.

In his words, the “dramatic story of the century” is the
lengthening of human life — “There are 4.5 million people alive
today, who would not have been 25 years ago. For the first time
in history life expectancy has exceeded the Biblical three score
and ten.” He stressed other striking facts — among them that
80 per cent of the drugs commonly prescribed today were not
even known 10 years ago, and this country has developed more
new drugs than all the rest of the world combined.

The case against government-dominated medicine, or social-
ized medicine, or whatever term one wants to-apply to it, is over-
whelming. In England — a nation more like ours in tradition and
attitude, as well as language, than any other — the National
Health Service, for all the high hopes held out for it, is in deep
irouble. The standards of medical care under socialization have,
beyond question, declined, and gravely so. Some believe that the
system — whose cost, incidentally, has gone far beyond the original
estimates — may ultimately collapse of its own dead weight.

The American medical fraternity, and all those associated
with it and related to it in advancing the healing arts, has a
record — a hard, factual record — which has no equal anywhere.

HE SECOND SESSION CON-
VENES. The second session of
the 88th Congress convened at noon
Tuesday to take up where it left off
-at adjournment on December 30,
with a heavy agenda of unfinished
legislative business.
Unlike the first session, when the
Congress had to begin anew—with
‘Committees to be organized, etc., all
‘'of which delayed consideration of
legislation, the second session of
the 88th Congress is off to an im-
mediate start with a full legislative
program the first week. Bills intro-
.duced in 1963 are carried over into
this session. More than 14,009 meas-
:ures were introduced in the House
and Senate last year, of which only
422 (257 public laws, 165 private
laws) became law. The others are
still before the Congress and may be
taken up this year. The two most
important holdovers are the Tax
‘Bill, which passed the House last
September and is now before the
Senate Finance Committee; and the
Civil Rights proposals now under
-active consideration by the House
Rules Committee. The Administra-
tion’s objectives were spelled out
generally in the State of the Union
message Wwhich President Johnson
‘delivered to a joint session of the
House and Senate on Wednesday. It
‘will be followed by the Budget Mes-
sage which will, as usual, give more
details on the various programs and
give an estimate of the cost.
Since this is a Presidential elec-
tion year, Congress will be aiming
for a much earlier adjournment but
only time will tell whether this will
be possible. The Republican Con-
vention is scheduled to begin July
13th with the Democrats meeting in
August. You will recall that in 1960,
the Congress only recessed for these
Conventions — adjournment did not
come until later in the fall. Political
primaries in many states alter the
pace of Congress in an election year
as action on bills is usually post-
poned on these election days. All'in
all this should prove to be a most
interesting year!

The Immigration official pointed
out that the law requires all non-
citizens, except persons in diploma-
tic status, foreign representatives to
certain international orgarizations,
such as the United Nations, and
aliens here temporarily as agricul-
tural contract labrers, to report
their addresses to the Government
each January. 4
Mr. Pederson added: “The parent
or legal guardian of an alien child
under 14 years of age must fill out
the address report form for such
a child ir. order to comply with the
law.” :
He declared: \*We have tried to
make it as convenient as possibie
fer non-citizens to meet the address
report requirements; and, in view
of serious penalties for willful vio-
lation, all persons subject to the
address report law are urged to
tulfill this oblig,ation before the end
of January.”
Mr. Pederson advxsed It is casy
fer an alien: to meet this reqguire-
mert. He just goes fo the nearest
Immigration and Naturalization Ser-
vice office of Post office, fills out
the address report form, and re-
turns it to the: clerk. Any non-'
citizen who is ill may send a friend
or relative to obtain the card for
him, and return it to the clerk after
it has been completed by the alien.”
The Immigration official said 6003
aliens in. the States of Ohio and
Kentucky already filled out address
reports. He estimated that 100,000
such reports will be submitted be-
tore January 31st.
