1. Yoghurt may be recommended
for certain intestinal conditions, but
nutritionally it is the same as milk,
which costs much less.

2. The “minerals” in blackstrap
molasses are mainly impurities that
get in during the sugar refining
process, and have no health im-
portance.

3. Kelp tablets or sea salt are un-
necessary. The iodine in them is
adgquately supplied by sea foods
and iodized salt.

4. Wheat germ is a useful cereal
food, but is does not perform any
nutritional miracles.

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XTENSION OF HILL-BURTON
HOSPITAL CONSTRUCTION
ACT. The major legislation passed
by the House last week was a bill
‘(H. R. 10041) extending the Hill-
Burton Hospital Construction Act
for 5 years — until June 30, 1969.
This program — which bears the
name of Cleveland’s former Mayor
and U, S. Supreme Court Justice
Harold Burton has been ex-
tremely successful in helping pro-
vide needed health care facilities.
It has produced 289,489 general,
mental, tuberculosis, and long-term
care beds as well as 1,522 rehabili-
tation centers, public health cen-
ters, diagnostic and treatment cen-
ters, and cother health laboratories
and outpatient facilities. The Hill-
Burton program has served as a
model of Federal-State-local coop-
eration as the Federal Government
has provided about one-third of the
total funds with the remainder
coming from State and local sources.
Administration of the program is
at the State level.

The major change provided in
H. R. 10041 from the existing pro-
gram puts greater emphasis on
modernization of existing hospitals
in urban areas. A total of $160 mil-
lion will be provided over the five
year period for remecedeling older
hospitals. I supported this legisla-
tion during House debate and also
urged the Committee on Interstate
and Fcereign Commerce to do some-
thing about the shortage of bedside
nurses. We will need to train
thousands to make up for the ex-
isting shortage and to have “wom-
anpower” to staff the new facilities.

EQUAL PAY FOR EQUAL WORK

The Equal Pay for Women Act of
1963 goes into effect on June 11th.
It took 18 years from the time the

/ first equal pay bill was introduced
to enact this legislation, When the
bill was passed last year, a period
of 1 year was provided before the
measure could become effective.

The key fact about the Equal Pay
Act is that it is an integral part of
the Fair Labor Standards Act,
which is also known as the mini-
mum wage law. Thus, the newer
law is subject to the same coverage,
the same exemptions, enforcement
procedures, penalties, and so forth,

as the older law. The administra-
tion of the equal pay provisions will
benefit from the long experience of
minimum wage administration, tha
substantial body of regulatory in-
terpretation and court decisions
which have been accumulated and
the general understanding hetween
employer, employee and Govern-
ment which has been developed.
Placing Administration under the
Fair Labor Standards Act does have
one real disadvantage as many of
the businesses employing women
such as hotels, motels, restaurants
and laundries, as well as profes-
sional, managerial and administra-
tive personnel are not covered.
However, this Equal Pay Act is a
historic development toward an ad-
justment of balance in pay for
women.

Egg masses
of tent caterpillars, often found on
fruit trees, need to be gathered and
burned. With favorable weather
there may even be time to look over
the grounds, especially the flower
beds. Some plants may have heaved
out of the soil due to frost. Just
press them .gertly back into place
in the soil, and the possibility is
you won't lose them.

The wise gardener even starts his
compost in early spring, using a box
or pit to build his soil or humus.
Don’t remove winter mulches too
early though. Restrain your enthu-
siasm until ALL danger of frost is
past. Then, when you're ready for
early spring cultivating, rake off the
rougher material to be burned or
composted, and dig all the finer
mulch into the soil.

Soon it's time to pamper the
early flowering plants and shrubs
and start looking for insect pests.
Eemember, there are helpful AND
harmful insects, and you must be
able to identify those that will be
causing the damage to YOUR lawn
and garden,

If you suspect that the chinch bug
is causing damage to your lawn, find
out for sure with the tin can test.
Cut' both ends out of a large can
and force it two or three inches
into the seoil. Fill it with water and
wait five minutes. If chinch bugs
are there, they’ll float to the top.

Almost before you know it, fall
is on the way, and with it a whole
new set of activities.' You'll want to
make a new compost area for fal-
ling leaves... prune branches on
roses so winter storms won’'t dam-
age the plants... and, of course,
there’s the digging, labeling, and
storing of bulbs, as well as cutting
back of perennials.

Come winter snows, and there
you are again, pouring over the
seed catalogs... insepcting and

trimming stored bulbs... planning
out next year’s garden.

No question about it, good gar-
dening is not a “sometime” thing.
Bul neither is it a chore. The opti-
mism of the “green thumber” always
carries him through. What do last
year’s mistakes matter? To the

true gardener, the year coming un
is bound to be better.

¢ Does the sponsor claim medieal
men are persecuting him or fear
his competition?

e Are the recognized treatment_,
belittled?

If the answer to any of these is

“ves"” — bhe wary. Investigate before

you invest! Save your money — and

maybe your life!

“All of these visuals,” Jeffery
said, “have received widespread ac-
ceptace by educators whenever they
are shown. In Cuyahoga County,
some 41,189 students viewed one or
more of them since the beginring
of the school year.”

The teenage group is a prime
target of the American Cancer So-
ciety according to Jeffery. He said:

“Hopefully, we present the prob-
lem to young people in terms they
understand, to discourage them from
taking up the habit or, if they have
started, we urge them to stop before
it is too late.”

The Society is concerned over the
rising tide in smoking among young
peuple, Jeffery said, and has taken
the position that: “Those who begin
smoking under 21 smoke more ciga-
retles, inhale more, and run a far
greater risk of illness, disability and
loss of life than those who begin
smoking later or who do rot smoke.”
