One of the more inter-
esting, and enduring legends
from ancient Slovenia is that
of the “Zlatorog” (Golden
Horned) person. He was also
called “chamois.” :

Legend has it that Zla
torog lived in the vicinity of
Mt. Triglav with White
Fairies. The area around Mt.
Triglav, according to the
legend, was a lush green
garden paradise under the
protection and care of Zla-
torog and the white fairies.

An innkeeper’s daughter
in the vicinity of the Soca
Valley (by Mt. Triglav) had
been given an abundant
number of jewels by a
wealthy merchant to demon-
strate his intention and af-
fection to the young woman.
The daughter’s true love,
however, was a good, skilled
hunter who was everything
the daughter wanted, except
that he was poor.

The mother of the
daughter demanded the
young hunter demonstrate
one of two options to prove
his love for her daughter. He
either obtain the gold hidden
by Zlatorog in the mountain
area. Or present the mother
roses which would be next to
impossible as this was the
winter season.

If the hunter could not
provide either one of the two
options, then the daughter
would have to marry the
merchant.

The hunter began to pur-
sue Zlatorog into the moun-
tains. When he finally
caught sight of the chamolis
his arrow was straight and
true with a direct hit into
Zlatorog. Blood began to

gush from the chalomis. But
instead of chamois dying,
roses began blooming by the
pool of blood. Zlatorog ate
the petals, got up and was
cured.

Zlatorog began to climb
higher into the mountains
with the hunter again in hot
pursuit. As Zlatorog kept
climbing, more rose petals
bloomed.

In his haste to pursue the
animal up the mountain, the
hunter caught sight of the
sun reflected on Zlatorog’s
golden horns. The hunter
was blinded, lost his footing
and fell into the gorge.

Enraged by the necessity |

of his flight, the chamois
gored his golden horns
through Triglav  Valley,
leaving behind the current
gorges that exist in the area.
Zlatorog and the white fair-
ies left the area forever.
When spring finally ap-
peared, the cleared snow
brought about the desired
result that the innkeeper’s
mother had sought: the
daughter got sight of her
fallen beloved, but afloat in
the Soc¢a River with a rose
clutched in his dead hand..
So, dear reader, you may
be asking yourself, what
does this ancient Slovenian
legend mean to us today?
Zlatorog symbolizes all
the abilities, dignity and
self-worth individually and
collectively in our respective
communities that has en-
abled our parishes, national

homes, cultural, educational
or social organizations, and
ourselves to have prospered
for more than 100 years in
northeast Ohio, and else-
where in the USA or Can-

ada. Sharing our gifts and
talents has ensured and con-
tinued to ensure the passage
of a culture and heritage to
the next generation.

But the present and fu-
ture have different concerns
and needs than in the past
when our communities were
more compact and not as
dispersed as today.

For example, how are we
preparing our young families
to have the opportunity to
attend and experience and
elementary and secondary
Catholic education? How are
we planning to meet the in-
creasing needs of an elderly
population?

How are we planning to
maintain and develop a
Catholic spiritual life for the
next two or three genera-
tions? Are we inspiring our
young people and adults to
continue to increase their
skills for jobs in the future?
Are we encouraging our
children and young families
to remain active in our cul-
tural affairs? Are we devel-
oping future leadership? The
list could go on forever.

Conversely, abusing or
manipulating people for the
benefit of a few has caused
more harm in our respective
communities than we care to
admit and has at times left
an atmosphere of distrust
and non-cooperation for

decades with one another.
The wealthy merchant is

the symbol of having eve-
rything but nothing: that
material wealth by itself and
for its own end is meaning-
less and useless, eventually
enabling decay to consume
whatever good has been es-
tablished.

The daughter and the
hunter symbolize the often
agonizing decisions that we
must make on a consistent
and daily basis: do we do
what is right. Or do we allow
indifference or greed to dic-
tate our decision-making
process?

As we are about to meet
the third millennium within
the next four years, we face
the same dilemma that the
hunter faced in pursuing
Zlatorog many centuries
ago: do we seek to plan and
work together, and thereby
ensure a future? Or do we
pursue only the gold but in

the process lose everything ' -
else? e

the admissions in the new A-
bomb Museum exhibits.

In some 20 hours spent in
historic Nagasaki, I saw only
one North American, a lady
from Toronto and her guide
visiting the Museum. It re-
minded me how few Ameri-
cans dare or care to get off
the beaten path (Tokyo to
Kyoto) when visiting Japan.

I capped my visit to Na-
gasaki by successfully find-
ing where Gin Rei restaurant
— last visited in the 1960s —
had relocated. A delicious
steak lunch got me ready for
the 1-1/2 hour train ride
north to Sasebo.

My friend, Frances, met
me in Sasebo and I visited
with her husband and 14-
year-old daughter, Aki-chan.
Frances is perfectly bilingual
and works for the American
navy so we were able to
have dinner at the restaurant
onthe U.S. 'Naval Base.
The base and especially the
now modern city of Sasebo
had changed greatly since I
spent a year-and-a-half there
in the late 1950s. I couldn’t
help thinking: Why couldn’t
they both have been half this
nice when I was stationed
here?

Shinkansen again raced
me back northeast to Tokyo
where I arrived about 6 p.m.

Between his limited Eng-
lish and my limited Japanese
we talked of many things
and he had kindly advised
me to stay at the Ginza Dai
Ichi Hotel rather than the
newer Shimbashi Dai Ichi if
I wanted to save money. So |
took his advice and, after
enjoying a leisurely half
hour walk with only an
overnight bag to carry from
Tokyo station, I obtained a
comfortable room at the
Ginza Dai Ichi where 1 had
stayed before.

The next day a ride on the
Tokyo Circle line brought
me to Shinagawa and its
large amusement area and
then I had to find my way to

Tokyo Metropolitan Art

Returning then to the
Koyanagi home in Matsudo

I had always heard about
Nikko but had never visited
it because it is in a rural area
about 3 hours north of To-
kyo by train.

My last day in Japan
started with Koyanagi san
and I taking our customary
pleasant one-and-a-half hour
morning walk around part of
Matsudo.
