Najbrže W bom podal 
zavetišče podporne organizacije 
Moose. Plačam $4,000 zase in že-
no pa sem siguren, da bova do 
smrti z vsem preskrbljena. 
Omenim naj, da ima ta rojak le-
po hišico in ne živi v nikakem 
pomanjkanju. Podal se bo z že-
no med tujce in plačal lepo vso-
to, samo da bo na starost zasi 
guran, da ne bosta on in žena 
trpela pomanjkanje. 

Če primerjamo slučaj zgoraj 
omenjenega rojaka, vidimo, ka-
ko malo podlage imajo argumen-
ti tistih, ki pravijo, da se zave-
tišča vsakdo brani. Če smo spo-
sobni voditi organizacijO, v ka-
tero brez sramu spadamo, bi 
lahko vodili tudi zavod za stare 
in onemogle tako, da bi za no-
benega ne bilo nič poniževalne-
ga iti v njega. Ako je ponižanje 
za člana, če gre v zavod svoje 
organizacije, potem je tudi poni-

zanje, kadar išče finančno pomoč 
iz sklada izrednih podpor. 

V enem prejšnjih dopisov v 
tej razpravi sem omenil, da pri-
poročam nakup zemlje zato, ker 
nam v bonde vlažen denar nosi 
zelo majhne obresti ter bi denar 
po današnji ceni zemlje ne bil 
izgubljen; mogoče bi bil bolj do-
>ro investiran kot pa v bondih. 

Sedaj pa še malo o naših fi-
nancah. Nekateri dopisniki pou-
darjajo, da ni denarja v nobe-
nem skladu preveč. Valuation 
report zadnjega leta pa kaže, da 
je v smrtninskem skladu nad eno 
petino več denarja, kakor nam 
je po zakonu predpisana potreb-
na rezerva. In če nas finančni 
veščaki ne varajo, imamo nad 
70% jednotinega premoženja in-
vestiranega v prvovrstnih bon-
dih, torej ni nobene nevarnosti, 
4a bomo na njih kaj izgubili. 
Zakon . nam dovoljuje, dokler 
smo nadsolventni, opuščanje me-
sečnih asesmentov v smrtninski 
sklad. Teh bi lahko opustili 15 
brez bojazni, da bi ogrožali sta-
bilnost tega sklada, kar bi zado-
stovalo za nakup in vzdržavanje 
zavoda. 

To bi bilo veliko bolj bratsko 
kot pa, kar nekateri priporoča-
jo, to je penzijo; šli so že tako 
daleč, da so privolji obremeniti 
vse članstvo jednote. To bi ne 
bila penzija, pač pa bolje izra-
ženo, bile bi dividende, do ka-
terih bi bil upravičen vsak član 
po določeni starosti in članski 
dobi, brez razlike, če iste po-
trebuje ali ne. Ako to sprejme 
konvencija, bo približno resni-
ca, kar je zapisal br. Zvanut, da 
bodo plačevali asesment tisti, ki 
ga najtežje plačujejo, za one, ki 
ne potrebujejo nobene pomoči. 

To najbolj vneto zagovarjajo 
tisti, kateri upajo, če bo spreje-
ta penzija, da bodo upravičeni 
do nje. Niso pa naklonjeni ide-
ji zavetišča, ker so prepričani, 
da ga ne bodo potrebovali. S 
tem pokazujejo samega sebe, ka-
ko malo bratskega čuta imajo 
do tistih, ki niso tako srečni kot 
so oni, da bi imeli kakšno pre-
moženje ali svojo družino, kate-
ra je pripravljena za nje skrbeti, 
da ne bodo trpeli pomanjkanja. 

Kdor pozna razmere, ta mi bo 
priznal, da je v naši organizaciji 
članov in članic, ki niso toliko 
srečni kot so zgoraj imenovani. 
Za te nabavimo farmo ali zavod 
ali kar kdo hoče imenovati, toda 
ne v bližini Clevelanda ali Či-
kaga, marveč v taki državi, ki 
ima milo podnebje, katero naj-
bolj ugaja starim ljudem. S 
tem bomo dokazali, da smo v 
resnici pravi bratje, ki poznamo 
brata tudi takrat, kadar je po-
moči potreben.

Against High Prices 

After the government had issued 
a number of warninga to the sugar 
Industry, comments ran something 
like this one: 

"In considering . . . the possibility 
of continued advance, there could be 
endless dtscuasion aa to what the 
government might do by way of re-
straint. No doubt the government 
would act in an attempt to prevent 
burdenaome high pricus. No doubt 
the market coud be restrained to 
some extent. However, the impetus 
to advance could be ao great that 
the government's action would be 
only partially, effective." (Journal 
of Commerce, April 2, 1941.) 

Shoe Prices 

When the government criticised 
bhoeti prices, it inspired the follow-
ing: 

"Shoe prices will be higher before 
the yenr is over, regardleas of Mr, 
Henderson and staff. Whether they 
are honestly so, with reasonable fig-
ures added to present tagglngs 
without depreciation of quality; or 
whether the advances are 'hidden' 
under a veil of shoddy prices at to 
day's level for better shoes is largely 
up Ut Mr. Henderson." (Hide and 
Leather and Shoes. Mny 10.) 

Coffee Prioes 

Threats of government price cell 
ing' did not discourage the coffee 
traders: 

•'Coffee prices can go higher— 
they're already up flft% (green cof 
fee) from last Fall's record low— 
without striking sparks from the 
OPACH flint, some' in the trad« 
fi< I." (Willi street Journal, May 
20. 1941.) 

Collon Yarn 

There was a good deal of scream-
ing when OPAl'S, lifter repeated 
warnings, announced that ceiling 
price« on combed cotton yarn were 
lo lie set.

There la not one person I know 
who would find fault with the above 
paragraph, because he acknowledges 
it to be of common sense principles 

DETROIT, MICH.—A mass meet-
ing of all the Slovenes was held at 
Victoria Hall, February 25, 1923. 
The meeting was opened by Matt 
Urbas who for many years later 
worked hard to promote a New 
Home in Detroit 

At thia meeting officers were 
elected as follows: President, Matt 
Urbas; Vice President, Joseph Evec; 
Recording Secretary, ' Rudolph Po-
tocnik. Auditors: Frank Vihtellch, 
John Grbec, Albert Kolbezen. 

A collection was taken and $11.48 
was collected to defray expense of 
the meeting. • 

On March 18, 1923, SNPJ Lodge 
121 bought five (5) shares of the 
Slovene National Home Society. It 
was the first lodge or club to buy 
shares. Between March 18 to Sep. 
27, 1923 (about six months), 127 
shares were sold by the SNH So-
ciety, for a total of $2,132. 

On February 1, 1924, at a stock-
holders' meeting It was decided to 
incorporate for the sum of $10,000. 
On June 29, 1924, at a meeting, a 
vote waa taken as follows: 114 
votes for the Six Mile section; 36 
votes for the West Side section, and 
14 votes for the Hamilton section. 

From February 25, 1923, until De-
cember 28, 1924, the assets of $11,48 
(amount collected at first meeting) 
grew to the sum of $5,230.32, but 
still we had no new home. 

There was much dissension be-
tween the stockholders of the East 
Side and the West Side because the 
vote was in favor of buying lots on 
Six Mile Road, which was located 
on the Eaat Side. 

A^. the meeting on January 22, 
1925, the previous motion was over-
thrown and It was decided to buy 
lota in the center of Detroit or, rath-
er, in the center of the Slovene pop-
ulation which was at Livernoig near 
Grand River. Between January 1, 
1925, to March 29, 1Q25, 117 shares 
were sold, mostly because the sec-
tion of buying lots was changed. 

On March 29, 1925, it was decided 
to buy lots on Livernois, south of 
Grand River, by a vote of 146 to 116 
(or north of Grand River. 

On April 7, 1925, it was decided 
to buy lots 106x151 at $200 a 
foot, $6000 cash and $150 a month. 
The Plymouth and Kentucky sec-
tion was choaen. 

On June 14, 1925, it was again 
changed to buy 70 feet, at $300 a 
foot on Livernoia, between Ply-
mouth and Grand River, for a toftd 
of $21,000. This motion was mad^j* 
by Janesich and seconded by Gre-
benc and carried unanimously. 

On July 12, 1925, these lots were 
bought and' our assets at that time 
were $6,982.88. By December 27, 
1925, a total of 366 shares was sold 
and by September 12, 1926, our as-
seta grew to the sum of $11,868.53. 
On October 31, 1926, it was unani-
mously decided on to sell our lots 
because the City condemned part of 
the frontage and the lots were not 
large enough to build a home on 
them. 

December 26, 1926, our assets were 
$12,500.03 and it was decided to sell 
lots at $550 a foot. 

September 7, 1929, we received 
$4000 from city frontage taken to 
widen Livernois ave. 

October 3, 1928, at a meeting it 
was decided to buy the present lot? 
which we have on John R. at the 
sum not to exceed $15,000. 

November 11, 1929, by a vote of 
255 to 24 it was decided to sell lots 
on Livernois for $15,750, of which 
a commission of $750 was to be paid 
our realty agent leaving the sum 
of $15,000 plus $4000 received from 
city of a loaa of $200 of the original 
cost, plus interest and taxes. On 
December 8, 1929, $12,000 cash was 
paid for lots" on John R. Street, 
which has an assessed valuation of 
$27,000. There were four lota and
