One of the heaviest bats was used
by Home Run Baker, who was one
of the greatest power-hitters of his
era. Although only 34 inches long,
the bat weighs a hefty 47 ounces.

The bat of Wee Willie Keeler is
also on display. Keeler, who aver-
aged .345 in 19 seasons, coined the
expression “Hit’em where they aint.”
Attesting to his remarkable bat con-
trol is the fact that Keeler's bat was
one of the smallest ever used in the

major league history — only 302
irches long. _ :

Greater Cleveland Neighborhood
Centers Association was started in
September, 1963, as a result of co-
operative action by the 15 settle-
ments of Cleveland. GCNCA was
created to facilitate plannirg, bud-
geting and coordination of neigh-
borhood center services, so as to
fully wutilize community resources
and to provide effective and effici-
ent services to neighborhoods and
people within the service area of
the Welfare Federation of Cleve-
land.

Accomplishments: GCNCA is the
first community-wide neighborhood
center organization in the country
which has had the powers to budget
and coordinate and plan settlement
services, As a result of the forma-
tion of the new organization, the
Welfare Federation transferred to
GCNCA the function of staffing the
area councils in Greater Cleveland.
This will result in much closer and
more effective cooperation between
seitlement and area councils in
neighborhood work.

During the past year GCNCA has
obtained new financial resources
from foundations amounting to over
$130,000 for the settlements of Cleve-
land. It has recruited 29 new staff
members for its member agencies
and has developed training pro-
grams for staff workers and for
board members. It has provided an
effective cocrdinating device through
which the Board of Education, and
the Welfare Federation and other
community-wide organizations can
more -easily effectively work with

individual neighborhood centers in
Cleveland.

GCNCA has an annual budget of
over $1,000,000 of which $700,000
comes from the United Appeal. The
agency has over 100 staff members
and 750 board and committee mem-
bers in its member agencies.

To DO: GCNCA's aims are to
strengthen the neighborhood center
movement ir. Cleveland and to pro-
vide new neighborhood center ser-
vices to unmet areas throughout our
community.

HOUSE RESOLUTION ON
U. N. FINANCES

By a unanimous vote of 351 to 0,
the House this past week urged
President Johnson to start action
designed to deprive the Soviet
Union and 14 other countries of
their General Assembly votes un-
less they pay their United Nations
debts.

Article 19 of the U, N. Charter
provides that members are subject
to a penalty consisting of the loss
of their voting rights in the Gen-
eral Assembly if, for reasons not be-
yond their control, they refuse to
discharge their financial obligations
to the United Nations and incur
excessive arrears. The USSR has
arrears of $54,768,188 of which
$36,984,971 is owed on the U. N.
operations in the Congo, and
$15,638,166 on the Gaza Strip peace-
keeping force. Other debtors in-
clude Nationalist China, Poland,
Argentina, Bolivia, Hungary, Haiti,
Czechoslovakia, Ukraine, Byelorus-
sia, Uruguay, Guatemala, Paraguay
and Yemen.

The resolution (H. Con, Res. 343)
requests the President first to di-
rect the American Ambassador at
the U. N. to press members to pay

This | their debts. However, if upon the
'convening of the 19th General As-

sembly this fall the debts continue
contrary to the Charter, their every
effort will be made to invoke Arti-
cle 19 and deny these nations vot-
ing rights in the General Assembly.
The House Resolution was sent to
the Senate, which approved it by
a voice vote. It is hoped that this
will strengthen the hand of our rep-
resentatives at the U, N, in dealing
with .this issue.

THE SENECA INDIANS

Both the House and Senate have
now cleared a bill (HR. 1794) to
partially compensate the Seneca
Indians of New York and Pennsyl-
vania for the loss of their lands
which will be flooded by the con-
struction of the Kinzua Dam in the
Allegany Indian Reservation. You
will recall that their land has been
taken for this dam with no regard
for the honor of upholding the first
treaty made by the United States
in 1794, when George Washington
solemnly pledged to the Senecas,
“that the President of the United
States declares that the general
Government considers itself bound
to protect you in all the lands se-
cured by you by the treaty”.

The final version of H.R. 1794 is
a compromise between the two bills
passed by the House and Senate.
Last February the House unani-
mously passed the bill to provide
about $20 million to compensate. the
Senecas for the loss of their homes,
barns, etc., and also to give them a
tolerable amount to start life all
over again. Once the bill reached
the Senate, it ran into difficulty in
the Committee on Interior and In-
sular Affairs, which cut it to $9
million. The final measure author=
izes $15 million. Although this is a
cut-back from the original House
bill, it is good to know that some
action has been taken to aid these
people, many of whom must be re-
located by October when the waters
will flood their lands. I am still
heartsick over the whole matter!
