He loved the Indians with a
' Christ-like devotion that ex-
ceeds ordinary understanding.
In a wilderness where the bulk
of white men came only to pil-
lage and despoil, Baraga stood
prepared to give. Totally devo-
ted to the Indians, he went to
them wherever they were. For
thirty-seven years, no forest or
lisland in his vast territory was
unknown to him. Shooting per-
ilous river rapids, entering
dreary swamps and trudging
the frozen wilderness with ach-
ing bleeding steps, this sensitive
and cultured priest went from
village to wvillage seeking the
souls of this abandoned people.
Frequently in his quest for souls
he exposed his life to danger
and each time was wondrously
delivered. Complete in his de-
dication to the poor savages, he
Etaught them, defended them,
‘and in time came to look like
them. He ate their frequently
revolting food and slept in their
t1]-smelling lodges. All the while
ihe preached to them in lyric
Chippewa of the bountiful love
of God, baptizing over 25,000.

One of the basic reason’s for
‘Baraga’s great success with the
'Indians was his marked ability
lin speaking their languages. In
ifact Baraga taught the Indians
to read -and write ' their ‘own
tongues through a simple alpha-
bet. He, published twenty In-
1dian catechisms, prayerbooks,
‘and hymnals for their use.

In spite of his ceaseless acti-
vity, Baraga remained a man of
prayer and penance. The saintly
priest was up each morning be-
fore dawn to spend several
‘hours in meditation. Even the
‘hardships of a day-long trek in
ithe frozen wasteland did not
‘keep him from kneeling close by
‘the camp five to recite his bre-
%vi:n'_y', as his Indian guides slepi

exhausted.

By 1853, mining operations
and lumbering had so develop-
ed in the Upper Michigan that
white settlers were to be found
leverywhere in the peninsula. To
‘cope with the changing situa-
tion, the Holy Sece created the
Vicariate Apostolic of Upper
Michigan and named Frederic
Baraga its first Bishop, with
‘headquarters at Sault St. Marie
|The new diocese included Mi-
chigan’s Upper Peninsula and
its adjacent islands. Eventually,
Bishop Baraga located his cathe-
dral in Marquette, the 'peninsu-
la’s central city.

In spite of his additional re-
sponsibilities as Bishop, the old
missionary continued his jour-
neys to the Indians, still largely
on foot, for another fifteen
years. When at last death end-
'ed his remarkable apostolate,
the once fiery eyes had long
been seared by the icy blasts of
Lake Superior, and the erect
frame of his youth was palsied
and bent under continued pri-
vation; but many thousands of
Ottawas and Chippewas had
felt the loving hands of Baraga
pour the waters .of salvation
upon their copper-colored
brows.

Bishop Baraga died in 1868
after 37 years of laboring a-
mong the Indians whom he lov-
ed so dearly. His cause for ca-
nonization (being declared a
saint) is now heing studied in
Rome and it is hoped that he
will be honored as a Saint of
the Church in the near future.
