Jasno je, da se bo za-
stoju sku3ala upreti s tistimi sredstvi, ki jih je v podobnih
prilikah Ze rabila. Federalna uprava pa ni ncodvisna, nad
njo je e Kongres, kajti ta odobrava zakone. Zato je letos
gospodarstvo ravno tako zainteresirano na novem Kongre-
su kot vsako volivno leto; morda letos $e nekaj bolj, kajti
spremembe v sestavu Kongresa'so ve&je kot druga leta.

Zatq jg.vazno, kde:bo. 15§el, y.razne odbore v gornji in
spodnji zbornici. V senatu jé praznih 13 odbornidkih mest,
v predstavnidkem domu pa kar 106. Pomembna so mesta v
odborih predstavni§kega doma, kajti tam se rodijo zakoni,
ki so vaZni za nade gospodarsko Zivljenje. Pri tem je seveda
izredno vazno, koliko republikancev in koliko demokratov
pride v vsak odbor.

Edino, kar tolaZzi podjetnike, je upanje, da bodo dobili
zniZzane troSarine. So prepriani, da bo do zniZanja prislo,
kajti znizanje zagovarjajo tudi unije AFL-CIO. Boj za
znizanje bo torej priSel od dveh Cisto nasprotnih strani, kar
je gotovo nekaj izrednega v nasi domai politiki.

Pred Kongres bodo prisli tudi zakoni, ki naravnost ne
obremenjujejo federalnega proraduna, pa. vendarle pome-

nijo veliko obremenitev za naSe gospodarstvo. Tipiden
primer je vpraSanje 35-urnega delovnega tedna. Po stro-
kovnih racunih bo podrazil naso industrijsko proizvodnjo
za dobrih 28.5%.

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TH'E USS CLEVELAND. The Sec-
retary of the Navy, Honorable
Paul H. Nitze, has informed me that
the name CLEVELAND has been
assigned to the new Navy Amphib-
jous Transport Dock (LPD-T7) now
under construction. This is in ac-
cordance with the policy of the
Navy to assign the names of cities
named for explorers and developers
to this type of ship, in this instance,
Moses Cleaveland.

Cleaveland, born in 1754 in By-
field, Massachusetts, served in the
American Revolution and later, in
1795, was one of 36 members of the
Connecticut Land Company which
purchased about three million acres
of Connecticut's Western Reserve.
He was chosen one of the seven di-
rectors of the company and Super-
intendent of the agents and men
sent to survey and settle the land.
In June 1796 he led a party to the
south shore of Lake Erie, where a
plan for a city was prepared and
surveyed at the mouth of the Cuya-
hoga River, The surveyors named
the city Cleaveland, and in 1830 the
spelling of the name was changed
to Cleveland.

The keel of the USS CLEVE-
LAND was laid at the Ingalls Ship-
building Corporation, Pascagoula,
Mississippi, on November 30, 1964.
The scheduled completion date is
December 11, 1965. The most sig-
nificant feature of this ship will be
her ability to carry both landing
craft and transport helicopters along
with combat troops and their re-
quirement. Both landing craft and
helicopters may be launched while
the ship is underway.

The CLEVELAND will have an
overall length of 567 feet and a
beam of 84 feet. It is planned to
man her with a permanent comple-
ment of 14 officers, 12 petty officers,
and 214 enlisted men. The USS
CLEVELAND will help to form the
nucleus of the Navy's new amphib-

A TAX BREAK FOR PARENTS
Among the tax proposals which I

tion by the Congress is legislation
to help lighten the burden of par-
ents who have children attending
colleges and universities. This is
particularly urgent in view of the
fact that there is little chance the
continual rise in the cost of a col-
lege education will be reversed any
time soon, A survey by the Depart-
ment of Health, Education and Wei-
fare for the Academic year which
ended last June shows that under-
graduates in private colleges paid
an average of $1400 for tuition,
room and board. The cost at some
colleges, especially in the northeast,
was much higher, of course. But the
average for all was up 5% in a year,
and 19% since the 1958-59 school
year, Tuition, rather than the cost
of living, accounts for most of the
increase, The median tuition figure
at all private institutions surveyed
by the government was up 25% in
five years.

In 1963 I introduced a bill to per-
mit a taxpayer to deduct tuition ex-
penses paid by him for the educa-
tion of himself or any of his de-
pendents at an institution of higher
learning. Unfortunately, it was not
considered by the Committee on
Ways and Means in connection with
the Tax Reduction Act of 1964.
However, I plan to re-introduce this
measure when the 89th Congress
convenes on January 4, 1965. Many
college students are unable to con-
tinue their education because of
financial difficulties. By permitting
tax deductions, it could mean the
continuance of a college career for
many young people without federal
subsidies or grants. We have used
our tax laws in the past to expand
our industrial base. It would seem
that we should be willing to employ

the same device to expand our edu-

ious forces.

armpit or groin become enlarged
and sometimes abscessed; the pa-
tient has chills, fever and extreme
exhaustion. After an incubation
period of approximately three days,
patients are usually ill for several
weeks. Recovery can be assured in
nearly all cases.

For your own protection, beware
of shooting slow or sickly rabbits.
It is best to wear rubber gloves
while skinning or dressing wild
game. Any peculiar whitish spots
found should be a warning to bury
or burn the carcass. If hands have
been soiled, immediately wash and
disinfect.

Gun safety at home should not be
neglected either. Unload and clean
the gun; store in an out of the way
place; and always store ammuni-
tion in a separate, preferably locked
place.

Hunt safely and hunt well.
