pri drzavnem tajniku Cordellu Hullu, da z njim nadaljuje
razgovore o odstranitvi sporov med Ameriko in Japonsko.

ROUNDUP 89th CONGERESS.
The secord session of the 84th Con-
gress convened at noon, January
10, 1966, and adjourned at 5:46 p.m,
Octeber 22, The Senate was in ses-
sion for 168 days, the House for
163 days.

During 1966, 9,684 bills and reso-
lutions were introduced. Of these,
461 became public laws and 259
became private laws (private laws
deal mostly with immigration mat-
ters or private claims). The Senate
ir. 1966 had 238 roll call votes, the
House 183. Six bills were vetoed
und there was no attempt to over-
ride the vetoes.

All measures still pending at the
time of adjeurnment are dead. The
90th Congress will begin with a
clean slate — new bills must be
intreduced (old ones can be put
back in but they will have a new
number), Committees must be re-
organized ard places found for new
Members, eic.

NURSING HOMES. The next big
phase of medicare — payment of
bills at nursing homes — begins
January 1, and many questions are
being raised about the program by
the 19.5 million people now 65 or
cver, and millions who will be in
years ahead. Payment of benefits
for care at nursing homes is a basic
rpart of medicare, and does not de-
rend on whether a patient has
taken optional medical insurance
ccvering doctors’ bills. All expen-
ses will be paid for the first 20 days
in a nursing home, ard all but $5
1 day the next 80 days.

Here are some of the most fre-
guent questions, and answers given
uy the Social Security Administra-
ticn: What are conditions for nurs-
ing home benefits? A patient must
nave beer. in a hospital at least
three days and transferred to the
home within 14 days after leaving
the hospital. The home must be one
participating in medicare, and a
patient can be transferred only at
his physician’s direction. Couldn’t
a patient stay on at the hespital
instead? No; hospital benefits are
payable only so long as care in a
hospital is a medical necessity. Will
most nursing homes qualify, No,
only those that offer continuous
nursing services and related medi-
cal services — not just custodial
care. Also homes operated for treat-
ment of mental illness or tubercu-
‘esis do not qualify. Are doctors’
bills while at the home covered?
Not by this particular program, but
they are if a patiert has optional
medical insurance. What about the
costs of private-duty nurses? Such
costs are not covered. What else is
not covered? A patient who gets a
private room at his own request
must pay the difference between
orivate and semi-private rates.

Such problems as edu-
cation, heavy traffic congestions,
polluted air and water, slums,
crime, rising property taxes require
cooperative action of local, state and
federal governmerts. A direct re-
turn to the states of a prcportionate
share of federal revenues collected
would go a long way towards help-
ing to solve these prodlems with-
out usurping those functions that
have always been thought of as
being local.
