The valuation shows a very substantial gain in
the solvency of the funds, in the face of the fact that the
SSPZ paid a dividend amounting to one monthly assess-
ment from the Adult and the Juvenile Departments,
which was not done by any of our larger national organi-
zations.

The rate of mortality for
both Departments for the year 1938 was very small, perhaps, the
lowest in the history of the SSPZ, but to be exact it is the
lowest mortality rate in the last five years.

It was expected that during the year 1938, a number of
members would die, whose insurance would amount, determined
upon the total amount of insurance in force, to the sum of
$61,047.50. But, the insurance for the members that died during
the year amounted to $37,535.73 only, which also includes unpaid
mortuary benefits from the previous year. That is the reason why
